Blessed Hugh Cook, from Faringdon, was a monk and the last Abbot 
of Reading Abbey. In 1539, he was arrested in Pangbourne and 
sentenced for high treason, as he would not support King Henry VIII, 
whose officials were attacking the Catholic faith. He was executed 
and declared a martyr of the Catholic Church in 1895 by Pope Leo 
XIII. A martyr is someone who gives up their life for their faith.
