Biometric System

• There is no need for pupils to carry a card or cash 
tills are facial recognition.  

• Any amount of money can be paid into a 
student’s account, and any money spent on food 
and drink will be deducted daily. 

• A daily ‘spend’ limit of £5 is programmed into the 
system.
